A question from the Quincy Library Advisory Board has come up in regards to the distribution of received
Allen Twp. Penal fines. John reviewed the background history of a contract agreement from 1973 to
provide services at the Quincy Library (prior to the 1991 formation of BDL) to residents of Allen Twp. of
Hillsdale County.
