Ray made a trip to Rotary 
International headquarters in Evanston, Illinois and came back with some interesting 
information and sops copies of the "Rotarian" from years back* Among the many facts 
and statistics he gave to us, he pointed out that there are 300 to I4.OO free lance 
articles contributed every month to the magazine of which two or three can be chosen 
to be printed. And there are about a hundred speac-hs submitted to the magazine every 
month of which usually one is chosen to be printed,- He pointed out that it is a 
magazine which is reprinted a great deal, as many as 30 reprints from t.be magazine 
each month.
