"But, what happens today? Whether it is a kid fight, discipline at school, wrecking 
the car or joining in.a riot, it is society that is to blame. Past frustrations, 
lack of proper education, unworthy environment, a dilatory and stingy government 
or some other sociological deficiency is brought forward to relieve the individual 
from shouldering responsibility. This trend is growing fast and is aided and 
encouraged by commentators, styles in news reporting, law interpretations, and 
even by officials of government in high places.
"Individual freedom carries a responsibility for individual actions. One cannot 
build self-respect and independence by letting someone else, or the government 
assume that responsibility. This blaming society for whatever happens is all 
hogwash and we had better turn away from the trend of social and govamment 
dependency pretty soon or we will find ourselves no longer a free people.
