According to Mr. Goltry 
the cost of drugs over the last ten years has dropped 14$ on largely used products. 
Thanks to Mac McKeith for making this program possible. If you must get sick 
be sure and ask your doctors to prescribe the drugs that are 14$ cheaper.

PROGRAM

Program Chairman for the week, Chuck Bristol, presented Barry Case, President of 
the Coldwater Exchange Club, who announced the Exchange Club is going to tackle 
the business of fluoridation for Coldwater’s water supply.

Berry then presented Dr. Howard H, Mehaffey, Assistant Chief of the Cental Division 
of the Michigan Department of Health who talked about the history of fluoridation 
in Michigan; the beneficial results; its harmlessness; and the necessity of 
continuing this fight in preventing tooth decay. He pointed out that all public 
water supplies in Michigan are to be fluoridated by 1973 unless exempted by Council 
action or local referendum. He pointed out that 83 percent of our urban population 
and 66 percent of our rural population never receive dental care, and only 10 per­
cent of the population under 5 years of age receive dental care. So there is 
plenty of work for the dentists even if we do have effective programs of tooth 
decay prevention.

How damaging is tooth decay to our population? The second greatest cause of 
absenteeism in our schools and in industiyl

Rotarians we have the responsibility of being informed on this issue. Let’s 
be aware of, and attend the open meetings the Exchange Club will be having in 
the near future. It's an issue that brings all of the extremists and crack-pots 
out of the woodwork. Let us be informed and draw intelligent conclusions in this 
matter. Thanks to Chuck for an excellent program.

From where I sat, it was a plea for some 
quiet, time-consuming understanding on our part, and a call to personal involve­
ment in building respect for law in our communities and helping our local law en­
forcement officers achieve a place of respect and status in the community throug 
proper attitudes and by providing the necessary economic factors. Certainly a 
program the following persons would not have wanted to miss, had they only known.
