FROM THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS - It- is with regret that the Board has accepted the 
resignation' of Axrier Olson from the club. Future plans would make it Impossible 
for him to meet attendance reauiremdnts.

In 1972 he had a leave of absence from his firm to work on the Committee 
Re-election of the President and has been In Washington for the past year, 
gave to us a very interesting analysis of the recent presidential campaign arid 
noted some of the changes that are taking place In American politics.

In commenting on 
the youth vote he noted that the youth vote had not made any substantial differ­
ence in the presidential election but that the youth vote became very crucial in 
elections at the local level where persons were elected by very small percentages.

Apparently we humans continue to grieve and have guilt 
feelings because we have not expressed our love completely while the person Is 
living, unless there is this final end to the grieving process.

He 
indicated that he would be ready anytime to discuss questions anyone might have 
regarding death or funerals. Mark and his wife, Candy, live in Tekonsha and run 
the firm’s funeral home there.

PROGRAM - Program chairman John Milnes, Introduced Betty Dei gel, a registered diet­
ician from Hillsdale, who spoke about the nutritional needs of individuals from 
the embryo stage of development through adulthood. The lack of a proper diet early 
•rn life might well surface later in the emotional and physical development of an i 
Individual. Nutritional problems in teenagers result in three classifications - 
Nutrition Anemia (lack of iron), Obesity and Dental Cavities. It appears that tee 
teenage boys have a better diet than teenage girls. While the boys-lack Vitamin 
A, the girls lack A and C. Since an estimated 90 million Americans living today 
will die of heart disease it behooves us to control our intake of calories.Persons 
40 and over experienced less physical activity and a decreased basic body metabol­
ism. Both of which require fewer calories. Each person can rate their nutritional 
needs by determining into which level of activity he belongs - sedwntary, active 
or very active. Using the following formula a person can calculate his dally 
calorie requirement.

Select a desired weight and multiply that weight by the factors indicated in one 
of the levels of activity. If you consider yourself in the sedentary group -weight 
X 16 = calories. In the active group - weight X 20 = calories. In the very active 
group - weight X 28 = calories.

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PROGRAM: Norm Youtsey, program chairman for the week,presented Alice and Glen 
Hughes, representatives from the Branch County Historical Society, who talked about 
the Village of Coldwater from the years 1831 to 1861. Mrs. Hughes told us about, 
early settlers of the area including Joseph Hanchett and Allen Tlbbits who are of 
the earliest of the actual settlers in the village area, and also Silas Holbrook, 
the great grandfather of Phyllis Holbrook, who has done much in recent years to 
gather historical materials at the Coldwater city library. She told how Joseph 
Hanchett and Allen Tibbits eventually gave land away in order to attract profession­
al people to the early Village of Coldwater. She pointed out that the oldest known 
house in Coldwater is the house which now is used by the Christian Science Church 
on the south east corner of church and Hudson Street. The house being built prob­
ably between 1834 and 1835. Mr. Hughes then talked about early business and industry 
In the Village of Coldwater, various saw, flour mills, interesting incidents con­
cerning the first bank of Coldwater and mentioned two businesses still familiar to 
us"- the Milnes Grocery Store, which was established on the site where the new 
Gittleman Store Is to be built, in 1.861 and’ also the Horace Woodward Clothing Store 
was established in 1861, apparently on the site where it is now housed. Mr. Hughes 
pointed out that most of the settlers who came to Coldwater in the early days were 
of English background from upper New York State, of rural background, many of them 
had common school education - a few of them had college and private school educations. 
They were heavily Protestant with a few Roman Catholics and Episcopaleans. Our 
thanks to Norm for an interesting and informative program.

A non-profit, tax exemt corporation which has been formed by churchmen in 
Coldwater to provide housing for families in Branch County who, because of financial 
difficulty and other handicaps are living in sub-standard homes. We were told that 
there are some 350 families in Branch County eligible for this program. This group 
has been working for 3 years and have compjeted I pilot project, that is the purchase 
and refurbishing of a home with a family assuming ownership. It is a self-help 
program, the family find their own home and are involved in a work equity as their 
part of the down payment. There is no subsidy of any kind. The family is responsible 
for paying for the home and for maintaining it in a reasonable way. It’s the groups 
hope that there might be an associate group formed out of the Coldwater Rotary Club 
It would simply be a matter of providing time, working with the family as potential 
owners, helping them with paper work, answering questions, suggesting consultants, 
supplying volunteers. The procedures have already been worked out by BBCL. Certainly 
It Is a needed excellent, self-help program for our county. One that I would hope 
many of us would be willing to become involved in.

PROGRAM

Ken Worden introduced the program for the day, Mr. Blaque Knirk, local cattle 
feeder and commercial farmer who spoke on the topic, “Food is cheap todav". Mr. 
Knirk feels strongly that the price of farm products have been artificial for 
years, and with the much higher costs of production today, products must be allowed 
to seek an honest price level. Farming today, as we in this area know, is big 
business and the farmer can no longer afford to live off depreciation with no 
thought given to his own labor. By comparison, T-Bone steaks selling for about 
$1.60 per lb. here last week were selling for $5.00 per lb. in Denmark and $12.00 
per lb. in Japan. On top of the much higher costs for labor, machinery, and feed, 
price controls will simply force producers out of business and he further predicts 
a severe beef shortage within the next 12 months. This was a very timely topic 
and we thank Ken Worden and Mr. Knirk for bringing us this program.

Bill Timm swapped with Ralph Toupalik and personally presented an interesting pro­

gram on Michigan's "No Fault" auto insurance law which takes effect on October 1, 
1973. Bill stated that this is the most revolutionary change in auto insurance 
history. The Michigan Supreme Court has ruled the basic lav/ as "constitutional" and 
will rule on other questions of law as they may occur. The basic idea is to provide 
proper protection for all policyholders regardless of fault in an accident and 
provides prompt payment of medical and repair expense eliminating what formerly could 
be a long legal process to determine legal liability. ’Other benefits include pay­
ments for loss of income, and provisions for payment to persons performing work 
normally done by the insured while he or she is disabled. The details are many and 
you should discuss specific questions with your agent. Of prime importance is the 
fact that auto insurance is "compulsory" for all drivers after October 1st.

Health Center on the general subject of health care and local implications of Certain 
legislative and regulatory actions at the State and National levels.

Some interesting statistics on our local hospital included occupancy Ratios as 
compared to National and area figures for other hospitaH. in the medical-surgery 
area for the first half of 1973, the census was 90.4% which was considerably above 
other averages. While 50% was normal in Pediatrics, ours was 78%. Obstetrics was 
near more normal levels at 50%.

When the new wing was added, it was planned to house 37 extended care patients. As 
of now 20 of those beds remain unused and probably will be converted to other use if 
proper authorization can be obtained. In addition a full-time medical-social worker 
is being sought to provide liaison and aid for patients needing assistance in relocat­
ing to nursing homes, etc. and to provide better hospital-patient communication. Other 
plans inc lude the purchase of highly specialized equipment for use in the Radiology 
Department.

Among the current regulatory problems facing our local hospital today are a general 
waiting period of 90 days to collect for “medicare" causing a severe money crisis, the 
fact that Hi11-Burton funds are no longer available, and perhaps most importantly the 
fact that they must still operate under a strict wage-price freeze.

We thank Ralph for a most informative discussion on this vital topic.

Paul Thompson Introduced Mrs. James Bailey who presented Mrs. Dan Scheldler, Chairman 

of the Hillsdale County Cystic FlbrosiS Foundation. She gave a historical review of 
this relatively unknown affliction. A doctor In Switzerland first identified It In 
1936. The current foundation as formed In 1955 and now has 116 clinics throughout 
the nation with 5 in Michigan. The primary purpose of the foundation is-to Indicate 
the public to the problems and raise funds for research. Most people do not become 
aware of the disease unless It strikes their family.

Mrs. Scheldler then introduced Mrs. Havalin who has a child with Cystic Fibrosis 
and she related the problems involved viewed through experience. She indicated 
early diagnosis is critical to treatment and there is no known cure. 3 Indicators 
of the disease are:

1. food does not dIgest. J
2. persons sweat large amounts of salt.
3. musousin the lungs.

Treatments Include enzymes to aid digestion, high protein diet, vitamins, salt 
tablets, heavily salted food and sleeping nightly in a mist tent - along with daily 
physical therapy to remove mucous in the lungs. Mrs. Havalln’s daughter, Laura, 
receives all these treatments as we 11 as a monthly visit to the clinic. Treatments 
must not only be carefully followed, but are also very expensive.

Cystic’- Fibrosis is a heridltary disease caused when both parents are carriers. 
There is no test to determine a carrier and the odds are I to 500 that 2 such persons 
would marry, as only I out of 4 children in a family is likely to have the disease. 
The incident of Cystic Fibrosis is I in 15,000 births. At this time life expectancy 
Is not good for those afflicted but with proper treatment many are living longer than 
had originally been anticipated.

We are sure that all members of Rotary have gained a better insight into this 
unique disease. Their campaign to raise funds is from September IOth to September 
15th and is run Independently of any other fund raising agency.

PROGRAM
Program chairman, Bert Faller, introduced Doug Olds, chairman of the Branch 

County Board of Commissioners who spoke on the topic, ’’Highlights on Branch County”. 
Not surprisingly, chairman Olds indicated that the name of the game is money. Our 
county budget for 1974 should be approximately $1.5 million and should be balenced, 
unlike our Federal Government. The principal source of revenue is 5.75 mil's levied 
against all county property, with the balance coming from the government revenue 
sharing program. The major sources of county expenditures are Sherrif’s Department, 
and Social Services Department, with over $100,000 spent in each area. Mr. Olds also 
indicated that many areas of county government are different to control principally 
the court system. Only the District Court Is self-supporting and the state is 
considering a take over of all court systems with the District Court, not surprisingly 
the primary target. Several county departments including the tax equalization 
department, were singled out as doing an excellent job lb the opinion of Chairman 
Olds. Other items of major Importance mentioned Included the fact that Maple Lawn 
restoration will go ahead as planned, a new committee is at work on a new county 
building, and revenue sharing Income for next year should be about $321,000. up 
over $50,000 from this year. Our thanks to Mr. Olds for an enlightening insight into 
county government. I
