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Our thanks to Chuck Bacon for bringing to us yesterday Richard Kennedy from ~bhe, 
tmyreYSity 6f Mi'g'hifeah Who wa^ iormer.Ly Lb.rector of State and Community Relations ior 
the University and now is Secretary of the University, assistant to President Ro n. 
Flemming. Mr. Kennedy very carefully and thoughtfully reviewed with the club the 
confrontation of the Black Action Movement with the University administration an 
Board of Regents, the events which brought about the student strike this past spring 
on the University campus.- I’m sure we all gained a new appreciation for the very 
unhappy position these student confrontations put University administrators in, and 
that the solutions to these problems are much more complex than just calling in the
police.

And although Chuck Bacon cannot remember violence at the University of Michigan 
when he was a student there, nor can I, Representative' William Bray, republican of 
Indiana, has made extensive research into the history of campus disorders. He dis­
covered sane of the following things happening in the early 1800’s; students were 
shot at Miami, in Ohio; a University- of • 'Virginia professor was killed byi students; 
Oakland College in Mississippi lost it’s President when stabbed by a student; the 
President and a professor were stoned at the University of Georgia, In fact, as far 
back as 1766, at Harvard College, Asa Dunbar, grandfather of Henry David Thoreau, 
complained about the quality of the food. He told tutors ’’ Behold, our butter 
stinketh.” The faculty ordered that Dunbar be censured, for insubordination. The 
next morning the entire student body walked out. The Harvard governing board met that 
r.haTT png a by immediately demanding the students sign a humble confession or leave the 
college. The students signed. In 1815 angry students at Bowdoin College wrote 
colleagues at other schools, " We assure you this is a most wretched place." Bray 
found they were expelled for this offense. Well, times were different and so were the 
students and admimistrators, but the underlying story was the same then as now, with 
a key di ffproncp , unruliness and disorder were not tolerated. They were punished 
fast and hard. One wishes such schemes would work today.
