DEAR ABBYASK DR. K

DEAR DOCTOR K: I 
have heard that tai chi can 
have a profound impact on 
the body and mind. What 
gives this exercise so much 
power?

DEAR READER: Tai chi is 
a Chinese martial art made 
up of a series of graceful 
movements, one transition-
ing smoothly into the next. 
Tai chi is said to be good for 
both body and mind; in fact, 
it’s been called “meditation 
in motion.”

My Harvard Medical 
School colleague Dr. Peter 
Wayne, with Mark Fuerst, 
has written an informa-
tive new book about tai chi 
called “The Harvard Medi-
cal School Guide to Tai Chi.” 
(You can learn more about 
this book at AskDoctorK.
com.)

Dr. Wayne discusses the 
“Eight Active Ingredients” 
of tai chi. He explains how, 
individually and in concert, 
they infl uence the body and 
mind. These active ingredi-
ents are:

■ Awareness. The slow, 
deliberate movements and 
attention to breath, body po-
sitions and sensations foster 
intense self-awareness. This 
is a prerequisite to all other 
ingredients of tai chi. Em-
phasis on moment-to-mo-
ment awareness promotes 
mindfulness and improved 
focus.

• Intention. Imagery and 
visualization contribute to 
the healing and physiolog-
ical e! ects of tai chi; they 
involve creating a calm-
ing mental image of a very 
peaceful place (like a qui-
et seashore or snowfall in a 
forest).

■ Structural integration. 
Viewing the body as a whole, 
instead of as a collection of 
independent parts, underlies 
tai chi’s healing e! ect. For 
example, you’re aware that 
your right hand is reach-
ing forward and then turn-
ing sideways, but you see the 
arm as just one part of your 
body, working in concert 
with your body as a whole.

■ Active relaxation. Tai 
chi’s circular, fl owing mo-
tion helps shift the body and 
mind into deeper levels of 
relaxation. Many exercis-
es, and especially many oth-
er martial arts, involve great 
self-awareness and focus, 
but are not relaxed.

■ Strengthening and fl ex-
ibility. Tai chi has an aerobic 
component. The integrat-
ed movements improve bal-
ance. The slowness of the 
movements, and the weight-
bearing required to per-
form them, increases lower 
body strength and promotes 
strong bones. Slow, contin-
uous, relaxed and repetitive 
movement enhances fl exibil-
ity. And in contrast to some 
other exercises, tai chi is very 
easy on your joints.

■ Natural, freer breathing. 
If you put a monitor on our 
chests during the day, you’d 
fi nd that a lot of our breath-
ing is shallow and jerky. 
The long, slow breaths that 
are part of tai chi resemble 
the way we breathe when 
asleep and generate a sense 
of peace.

Woman’s 
big breasts 
are no big 
deal to 
boyfriend

In 1993 the DDA paid 
$500,000 in parking 
lot repair costs through 
bonds. The DDA doesn’t 
have the fi nancial capa-
bility to pay now for the 
rebuild.

The analysis present-
ed by Ramsey, a Coldwa-
ter High School graduate, 
showed lots crumbling, 
water pooling on pave-
ments causing damage, 
underground sanitary 
sewers cracking and storm 
sewers crumbing and fi ll-
ing with debris.

There are problems in 
some lots where build-
ings were torn down and 
pushed in as fi ll when 
the lots were built in the 
1970s, such as the lot next 
the old Roosevelt School 

which was redone three 
years ago. The short-term 
fi xes have caused struc-
tural issues and need to 
be dug out and properly 
fi lled.

Ramsey said the cheap-
est option is just to cap the 
current lots.

“This is a band aid” and 
would cost over $4 million 
over the next four decades 
in continuing repairs and 
maintenance, he said.

The second option is to 
cap and make minimum 
infrastructure improve-
ments for $1.4 million. 
Long-term costs over 40 
years are estimated at $3.8 
million.

The complete $2.3 mil-
lion rebuild would cost 
$3.1 million over the long 
term.

The engineer gave the 
city a warning about the 
sanitary sewer lines shown 

on video inspection. Like 
many other locations re-
cently repaired in the city, 
“There is a signifi cant 
risk of collapse, requir-
ing emergency repairs and 
creating a budget surprise” 
as well as safety concerns, 
he said.

If the complete rebuild 
is done the city plans to 
move utility connections 
from MDOT right of way 
along U.S. 12 to the back 
of buildings, which would 
require building owners 
to pay to relocate internal 
connections at the build-
ings at their costs. The 
Coldwater Board of Pub-
lic Utilities in the past 
has worked out  pay-
ment plans with property 
owners.

Besides the parking lot 
repaving, the Coldwater 
Board of Public Utilities 
would need to fund the 

work on sewer and elec-
trical lines, some of which 
are only 6 inches below 
the surface. Electrical is 
expected to cost $300,000 
for each of the four lots.

Ramsey said he expect-
ed the work would take 
two months per lot.

“We would try not to 
close all of the lots at once 
except for the last coat of 
asphalt,” he said.

Of the four lots, Randall 
and Tibbits need the most 
work, followed by Chan-
dler, then Milne.

The lot west of Milne 
west of Hanchett is not on 
the list. That lot is sched-
uled to be redone by the 
Michigan Gas Compa-
ny because of coal tar de-
posits beneath the sur-
face. Work on that lot is 
pending under a Depart-
ment of Environmental 
Quality clean-up order.

approval for water well 
and septic systems from 
the Branch-Hillsdale-St. 
Joseph Counties Commu-
nity Health Agency.

The township board al-
so agreed to seal coat four 
roads under contract with 
the BCRC this summer, 
spending $32,780.

Set for work are 1.01 
miles of Wood Road from 
Dorrance Road to Ov-
id Township; 1.01 miles 
of Fenn Road from Cen-
tennial Road to Fiske 
Road; .43 miles of Fox 
Road south of U.S. 12 and 
.21 miles of Penn Drive 
from Fiske Road to its 
end.

The BCRC agreed to 
charge $11,500 for up to 
1.9 miles of work in each 
township. Since Coldwa-
ter Township wants more 
it will pay full cost of 
$14,500 for the addition-
al .76 miles.

The road commission 
will lay out all seal coat 
construction for this sum-
mer after it receives con-
tract resolutions from all 
16 townships.

The township also has 
moved its recycling bins 
at the township hall. Four 
bins are now located next 
to the new park — two for 
plastics, tin and alumi-
num and two for papers 
and cardboard.

This will mean lower 
charges for the township 
from the large roll-o!  
dumpster that had been 
used near the parking lot 
entrance.

COLDWATER — It’s 
not that Branch Coun-

those rolls 
by June 1. “I 
have a back 
log of work 
because of 
all we did 
in the ejec-
tions for 

the last 14 months,” she 
said.

The clerk explained “I 
am not giving away any of 
my work. It wasn’t mine 
to begin with.” Original-
ly most township did not 
have internet connections 

or just dial up when the 
law changed so her of-
fi ce handled the rolls sent 
electronically by the Sec-
retary of State for new or 
changed registrations.

Some of the townships 
have questioned county 
commissioners about the 
change.

Kubasiak said in the 
elections last August 
and November township 
clerks were able to track 
absentee ballots so they 
can handle the system.

Before each township 
clerk can receive the nec-
essary computer soft-
ware to operate the “qual-
ifi ed voter rolls” system 
they must complete a four 
hour training given ev-
ery Thursday morning in 
Lansing.

For now there are no 
elections schedule for May 
and August in the coun-
ty yet expect for a Cam-
den School district issue 
in parts of the southeast 
townships.

New library addition open

NEW YORK — A four-
day surge in the stock mar-
ket came to an end on 
Friday as falling commod-
ity prices brought down 
energy and mining 
companies. 

Signs of a slowing econ-
omy rattled commodi-
ty markets. The price of 
crude oil dropped 2 per-
cent to $91 a barrel as weak 
U.S. economic reports fol-
lowed forecasts for weaker 
oil demand. 

Gold plunged $64 to 
$1,501 an ounce, reach-
ing its lowest level since 
July 2011. One trigger for 
the latest plunge was a 
government report that 
U.S. wholesale prices fell 
the most in 10 months in 
March. Traders tend to sell 
gold when infl ation wanes. 
Traders also pushed gold 
prices lower on reports that 
Cyprus may sell some of 
its gold reserves, possibly 

prompting other weak Eu-
ropean countries like Italy 
and Spain to do the same. 

Compared to commod-
ities markets, the stock 
market looked stable. The 
Dow Jones industrial aver-
age dropped just 0.08 of a 
point to close at 14,865.05. 
The Standard & Poor’s 500 
lost 4.52 points, or 0.3 per-
cent, to 1,588.85. 

The two major 
indexes fi nished the week 
with strong gains: The 
Dow rose 2.1 percent, 
the S&P 500 rose 2.3 
percent. 

David Joy, the chief mar-
ket strategist for Ameri-
prise Financial, said it’s as 
if the stock market is tell-
ing a di" erent story from 
the bond and commodity 
markets. Copper and oth-
er industrial metals slid 
along with gold on Fri-
day, while Treasury yields 
sank near their lows for the 
year. He said both imply 
traders in those markets 
are more worried about a 

slowdown. 
“It gives me pause,” Joy 

said. “Commodities and 
bonds are telling stock in-
vestors: don’t be in such a 
hurry to say the U.S. econ-
omy is in great shape.”

The sharp drop in gold 
futures tugged down min-
ing companies. Barrick 
Gold lost 8 percent to 
$22.62, Newmont Mining 
fell 6 percent to $36.37 and 
Freeport-McMoRan 3 per-
cent to $31.92. 

Materials and energy 
stocks fell the most of the 
10 industry groups in the 
S&P 500, 1.5 percent and 
1.3 percent. 

The Nasdaq compos-
ite dropped 5.21 points to 
3,289, a fall of 0.2 percent.

A handful of reports out 
Friday heightened con-
cerns about the economy’s 
health. Sales at U.S. retail-
ers fell in March and com-
panies restocked their 
shelves at a much slower 
pace in February than in 
the month before.

Driver in bus 
wreck also drove 
in ’98 crash
The driver of the bus that 
swerved o!  a North Texas 
highway, leaving two passen-

Barnes uses her person-
al dog, 19-month-old Rott-
weiler Ammo, as her de-
mo dog for the training

DEAR ABBYASK DR. K

DEAR DOCTOR K: I have 
plantar fasciitis. Can I use a 
drugstore product to treat 
it? Or should I see a doctor?

DEAR READER: Plantar 
fasciitis is heel pain caused 
by infl ammation of the 
plantar fascia, a ligament-
like structure that runs 
from your heel to the ball of 
your foot. Plantar fasciitis 
can occur when too much 
pressure or strain is placed 
on the plantar fascia.

Plantar fasciitis causes 
pain under your heel when 
you fi rst get out of bed. The 
pain may ease as you walk 
around, only to return lat-
er in the day. Try to always 
walk in shoes that have 
good heel support, even 
when you fi rst get out of 
bed (have shoes, not slip-
pers, at the bedside).

If you have to walk on 
very hard surfaces, such as 
a concrete fl oor, use shoes 
that have softer, compress-
ible heels and soles. If such 
shoes give only partial re-
lief, consider buying “ortho-
pedic” shoes that have ex-
tra sole and heel supports. 
Such shoes may not be 
fashionable, but forget fash-
ion for a while.

Plantar fasciitis usual-
ly goes away on its own, but 
it can take six weeks to 12 
months. To treat your heel 
pain, start with stretch-
ing exercises and over-
the-counter products and 
medications.

Try this stretching ex-
ercise right now: Sit in a 
chair with the non-pain-
ful foot on the fl oor and 
the ankle of the painful 
foot on your knee. Gently 
pull the toes on your pain-
ful foot back until you feel 
a stretch in the sole. At the 
same time, gently massage 
the stretched plantar fascia 
with your other hand. Hold 
for 10 seconds.

When pain fi rst oc-
curs, rest a few days, gen-
tly stretch your foot and 
apply ice. Nonsteroidal 
anti-infl ammatory drugs 
(NSAIDs) will help reduce 
swelling and ease pain. 
Over-the-counter cushion 
inserts and supportive low-
heeled (not fl at) shoes will 
ease pressure on your heels.

If you’re still in pain after 
six to eight weeks, consult 
a foot-care specialist. He or 
she may recommend physi-
cal therapy, night splints, or 
a steroid injection to reduce 
pain and infl ammation.

When all else fails and 
the symptoms persist, some 
doctors will recommend 
surgery. To my knowl-
edge, there are few scien-
tifi c studies showing that 
any kind of surgical proce-
dure helps. Surgery can al-
so cause nerve damage that 
may lead to lasting or re-
curring pain.

Some foot specialists have 
started using shock wave 
therapy to treat plantar fas-
ciitis. During this treat-
ment, high-energy sound 
waves are directed at the 
painful part of your plan-
tar fascia. The technique is 
similar to the one used to 
break up kidney stones, but 
in this case, not enough en-
ergy is used to break up the 
heel bone.

“I feel it’s a gift — I know 

what a dog will do before 
they do it,” said Barnes.

Barnes is available for 
in-home training by ap-
pointment, with a free 
consultation. In addition, 
she provides training for 
group classes, K9 tempera-
ment evaluations, K9 mas-
sage, boarding and doggie 
day care.

“I do not use prongs or 
shock collars,” said Barnes.

Highly involved in res-
cues through the tri-state 
area, Barnes has assisted 
in rehabilitating adoptable 
dogs.

“I consult coast-to-coast 
with rescues, vets and oth-
er trainers,” said Barnes.

According to the Ameri-
can Humane Society web-
site, “Approximately 3.7 

million animals were euth-
anized in the nation’s shel-
ters in 2008.” This may 
have been due to over-
crowding, but was also due 
to aggressive behaviors 
and other issues.

Barnes said, “Rescues 
can consult with me be-
fore euthanizing any dogs. 
I want to be a resource for 
them before they make 
that decision.”

Marsha Epell, foster 
parent for Animal Aid of 
Branch County, said, “I’m 
glad we now have Jackie as 
a resource.”

During the training 
sessions, handlers were 
taught to “pay attention 
to what dogs are doing 
when they approach other 
dogs — sizing them up — 
from many feet away,” said 
Barnes.

During the second ses-
sion of the boot camp, 
handlers used techniques 
to teach their dogs to not 

immediately approach a 
house guest as they en-
tered and to eat food out 
of a bowl with the han-
dler’s hand in the bowl. 
These techniques were 
important to teach the 
dog against food aggres-
sion and to approach hu-
mans appropriately.

Handlers were also 
taught how to give their 
dogs non-verbal com-
mands using hand signals, 
how to walk their dogs 
without them pulling and 
to be a leader.

In addition to the train-
ing, Family Farm and 
Home in Coldwater do-
nated a gift bag for each 
dog in attendance. A gift 
drawing for the dogs al-
so took place with AABC 

providing a $25 gift cer-
tifi cate which went to 
6-month-old Thor. Barnes 
provided several other 
gifts.

The Eagles has also of-
fered to allow Barnes to 
use the facility for future 
boot camps.

“Community Involve-
ment is very important. 
It was great having them 
and it’s great that the res-
cues are caring for dogs,” 
said Sam Spragg, presi-
dent of the Coldwater’s 
F.O.E 1907. “It was fas-
cinating and she’s a very 
good trainer.”

DEAR ABBYASK DR. K

DEAR DOCTOR K: I 
know fruits and vegeta-
bles make the healthiest 
snacks. But can packaged 
foods also be part of my 
healthy snack arsenal?

DEAR READER: There’s 
no doubt that many pack-
aged foods are not very 
healthy, so you’re right to 
ask the question. At the 
same time, an increasing 
number of healthy pack-
aged foods are available. 
Identifying them has been 
made a lot easier by the 
action of the U.S. Food 
and Drug Administration. 
Since 1994, packaged 
foods in the U.S. must 
carry the Nutrition Facts 
label. You just need to 
learn how to use that label 
to judge what’s inside the 
package.

Here are some things to 
consider when looking at 
nutrition labels:

■ Size matters. The 
word “serving” always 
mystifi ed me: How much 
is a serving of something? 
I fi gured a slice of bread 
was one serving. But how 
many pancakes make up 
a serving? How much 
mashed potatoes? (The 
answers, I now know, are 
two 6-inch pancakes, and 
one cup of mashed pota-
toes.) Fortunately, the nu-
trition labels on packaged 
foods tell you what a serv-
ing size is (it’s the fi rst 
item on the label). All oth-
er information (how ma-
ny calories and how much 
salt, fat, etc.) is based on 
that serving size. Beware: 
Many packages contain 
more than one serving.

■ Check the fat and 
cholesterol content. Keep 
saturated fat and choles-
terol low and avoid trans 
fats altogether. Look for 
foods that have 0 grams of 
trans fat. Stay away from 
foods that have “partial-
ly hydrogenated vegetable 
oil” in the ingredients list 
(that’s code for trans fats). 
Foods made with healthy 
unsaturated oils (olive, 
canola, sa!  ower) are bet-
ter bets.

■ Is it worth its salt? 
Compare the sodium con-
tent to the calories per 
serving. To keep your salt 
intake in check, consider 
products in which the so-
dium content is less than 
or equal to the calories 
per serving. For example, 
for a food with 250 calo-
ries per serving, the so-
dium content should be 
no more than 250 mg. Or 
choose low-sodium, low-
salt or unsalted versions.

■ Figure out the fi ber. 
Aim for foods that have at 
least 5 grams of fi ber per 
serving, or at least 1 gram 
of fi ber for every 10 grams 
of carbohydrate.

■ Stay away from add-
ed sugars. Sugar con-
tains almost no nutri-
ents. It fi lls you up with 
empty calories, keeps you 
from eating healthy foods, 
and makes it di"  cult for 
your body to maintain a 
healthy blood sugar level.

Your parents’ emotion-
al blackmail has already 
driven away two of your 
sisters and their families.

WASHINGTON — 
Fewer Americans are los-
ing their jobs. Employers 
are struggling to squeeze 
more work from their 
sta# s. The U.S. is produc-
ing so much oil that im-
ports are plunging, nar-
rowing the trade defi cit.

A string of data Thurs-
day raised hopes for stron-
ger hiring and U.S. growth 
in coming months. More 
jobs would spur spend-
ing and help energize the 
economy, which has yet to 
regain full health nearly 
four years after the Great 
Recession o"  cially ended.

And an interest rate cut 
Thursday by the Europe-
an Central Bank, if it helps 
bolster the European 

economy, could also con-
tribute to U.S. growth.

The U.S. economic re-
ports came one day before 
the government will re-
port how many jobs em-
ployers added in April. 
Economists think the gain 
will exceed the 88,000 

jobs added in March, the 
fewest in nine months.

The government said 
Thursday that the num-
ber of Americans apply-
ing for unemployment aid 
fell last week to a season-
ally adjusted 324,000 — 
the fewest since January 

2008. Unemployment ap-
plications refl ect the pace 
of layo# s: A steady drop 
means companies are 
shedding fewer workers. 
Eventually, they'll need to 
hire to meet customer de-
mand or to replace work-
ers who quit.

The four-week average 
of unemployment appli-
cations, which is less vola-
tile than the weekly fi gure, 
sank to 342,250. That was 
near a fi ve-year low. 

The government al-
so said Thursday that the 
productivity of U.S. work-
ers barely grew from Jan-
uary through March after 
shrinking in the last three 
months of 2012. Produc-
tivity shows how much 
employees produce per 
hour of work. When it re-
mains weak, employers 
can't keep pulling more 
output from their sta# s.

April surplus of 
$113B lowers defi cit

The U.S. government re-
ported a rare surplus of $113 
billion for April — the largest 
in fi ve years and a sign of the 
nation’s improving fi nances. 

Steady economic growth 
and higher tax rates have 
boosted tax revenue in re-
cent months, keeping this 

year’s annual budget defi cit 
on pace to be the smallest 
since 2008. A smaller defi cit 
is also likely to give negotia-
tors more time to work out a 
deal on raising the nation’s 
borrowing limit. 

Through the fi rst seven 
months of the budget year, 
the defi cit was $488 billion, 
according to the Treasury. 
That’s lower than last year’s 
defi cit of $720 billion over 
the same period.
