COLDWATER — Coldwa-
ter Township resident Chris 
Smith expected to get time 
served when he appeared 
before Branch County Circuit 
Judge Bill O’Grady; he had 
pled guilty to the illegal sale 
of medical marijuana.

Instead he was sent to 
prison for 16 months to 2 
years because of the amount 
of drugs involved, as well as 
his history.

On Sept. 7 
Michigan State 
Police troop-
ers received a 
tip that mari-
j u a n a  w a s 
being delivered 

to Smith’s home. 
Lynne Hodges of Stanton was 
stopped nearby and admitted 
she had delivered a pound 
of marijuana to Smith and 
received $2,400, which was 
seized.

Troopers then obtained a 
search warrant and returned 

to Smith’s residence where the 
marijuana – over 1,000 grams 
contained in zip locked bags 
– was seized. Vials of hash oil 
were found as well.

Offi  cers said Smith admit-
ted he sold marijuana to 
others who had no MMMA 
cards but “who needed it.” 
Records indicate Smith’s 
MMMA card had expired.

Smith suffers from a 
broken back, crushed legs as 
the result of an accident, and 
has had six heart attacks.

“After 20 days in jail” before 

he was released on bond, “I 
could hardly walk,” he said.

Branch County Prosecutor 
Ralph Kimble called Smith “a 
drug dealer under the guise of 
medical marijuana.

“This sends a wrong mes-
sage for no more jail time,” 
Kimble said.

“I realize what I done 
wasn’t with the law, but I just 
wanted to give comfort before 
they died,” Smith said of the 
people he supplied.

“So you ’re  just  the 
Robin Hood of controlled 

substances?” O'Grady asked.
“I hate to put it that way, 

but it was non-profi t,” Smith 
said. He added the money 
made “went back into the 
community.”

O'Grady asked Smith if he 
were a philanthropist?

“It wasn’t large quantities,” 
Smith answered.

“You have a history of deal-
ing for profi t, which demands 
higher sanctions because of 
the repetitive nature of your 
crimes,” O'Grady said.

Smith served a prison term 

in the 1980s for delivering 
cocaine. He had other drug 
convictions in the 1990s.

In total, Smith had served 
7 and a half years in prison 
prior to his latest conviction.

“I just tried to help others 
with their pain like it helped 
mine,” Smith said of his mari-
juana business.

“Unfortunately this is a 
wrong example for people 
who are trying to promote 
medical marijuana,” O'Grady 
said. “Former dealers trying 
to bootstrap” and use the law.

LANSING, Mich. —
An incentives program
used to entice fi lmmak-
ing to the state would
change and be extended
by four years under a
bill sent Tuesday to Gov.
Rick Snyder, a move sup-
porters said would keep
Michigan current with
what other states are
doing to lure Hollywood.

F u n d i n g  f o r  t h e
Michigan Film Offi  ce is
currently scheduled to
end in 2017, but would
continue until late 2021
under the bill given fi nal
approval by the Repub-
lican-controlled Senate
on a 33-4 vote. However,
nothing prevents legis-
lators from scaling back
the $50 million-a-year
program in the annual
budget process.

Michigan now covers
27 percent of qualified
expenditures on movies
and other productions.
Under the changes, it
would pay 25 percent
along with another 3
percent of spending at
a permanent in-state
studio or 10 percent of
expenditures at an in-
state post-production
facility.

The bill would require
fi lmmakers  to  have
higher ratios of Michi-
gan workers to qualify
for incentives, though a
waiver could be sought
if not enough qualified
employees were avail-
able. Subsidization of
a movie’s “above-the-
line” personnel, such as
the director and actors,
would be capped at 30
percent.

The measure  a lso
would lift a $2 million-
per-employee cap on
salar ies  counted as
reimbursable expen-
ditures, requiring that
taxes be paid on royal-
ties and other residual
income earned on fi lms
made here. Currently,
TV shows can get subsi-
dies for no more than two
straight seasons, but the
bill would let them apply
for more, and they would

DEAR DOCTOR K: I have 
osteoarthritis. It’s improved 
some with physical therapy 
and weight loss, but not 
entirely. Should I give “joint 
support” supplements a 
try? Which ones?

DEAR READER: Your 
question reminds me of 
two of my patients. “John” 
was a man in his 50s whose 
pain from arthritis in his 
knees made it hard for him 
to play pickup basketball.

“Helen” was a woman in 
her 60s who loved garden-
ing. Arthritis in her knees 
caused pain every time she 
knelt to dig up or plant 
something. Conventional 
treatments helped a lot, but 
she still was in pain.

Many of my patients with 
osteoarthritis are like these 
two. They benefi t from 
physical therapy, weight 
loss and medications to 
reduce pain and infl am-
mation. But some, despite 
trying these treatments, 
still end up with pain, 
stiff ness and limits on their 
day-to-day functioning. So 
I understand when they 
ask about joint support 
supplements.

Here are some of the 
more popular osteoarthritis 
supplements on the market 
and the evidence for - or 
against - giving them a try:

■ GLUCOSAMINE and 
CHONDROITIN. A major 
study of these supple-
ments in The New England 
Journal of Medicine con-
cluded that they may help 
relieve pain in people with 
moderate to severe osteo-
arthritis pain. If you fall 
into this category, try the 
glucosamine-chondroitin 
combination for two to 
three months. If you fi nd it 
eases your pain, it’s reason-
able to keep using it. If not, 
save your money.

■ DIMETHYL SULF-
OXIDE (DMSO) and 
METHYL SULFONYL 
METHANE (MSM). The 
handful of clinical trials on 
these substances show that 
they are no better than a 
placebo (sugar pill) when it 
comes to pain reduction.

■ S-ADENOSYLME-
THIONINE (SAMe). A 
2009 review looked at 
four clinical trials that 
compared SAMe against 
a placebo. The diff erence 
between the supplement 
and sugar pill was small 
and possibly due to chance.

■ BOSWELLIA SER-
RATA. In one review of this 
herbal remedy, people who 
took 100 milligrams (mg) 
of B. serrata daily for three 
months said their pain was 
moderately lower and their 
functioning slightly better, 
compared with those who 
took the placebo.

AVOCADO SOYBEAN 
UNSAPONIFIABLES 
(ASU). Results from six 
studies of ASU, another 
herbal remedy, found 
that taking 300 mg daily 
for three to 12 months 
slightly improved pain and 
functioning.

I usually support my 
patients’ decisions to try 
glucosamine and chondroi-
tin. But I warn them that 
just because a supplement 
is natural doesn’t mean 
it’s safe. And that supple-
ments, like medications, 
can cause side eff ects such 
as stomach upset, nausea, 
skin rashes and allergic 
reactions.

Joint support 
supplements 
vary in 
eff ectiveness

get preference for future 
funding.

Senate Majority Leader 
Randy Richardville, the 
legislation’s sponsor, said 
his goal is to permanently 
grow Michigan’s produc-
tion workforce.

Hollywood, he said, 
“loves the people that we 
have here. We need to 
build more careers rather 
than just jobs,” said the 
Monroe  Republ ican, 
whose impending depar-
ture because of term limits 
could be a blow to other 
advocates of the incentives.

The state Chamber of 
Commerce and other critics 

have said the credits given 
to Hollywood are a “boon-
doggle.” The incentives were 
among the country’s most 
lucrative when Michigan 
initially began awarding 
them in 2008 under then-
Gov. Jennifer Granholm, 
but were scaled back by 
Snyder in 2011.

“These film subsidies 
are the worst of corporate 

welfare. We are sending a 
large amount of money out 
of the state,” said Rep. Tom 
McMillin, a Rochester Hills 
Republican who opposed 
the bill when it easily 
cleared the GOP-led House 
last week. “It could be used 
for roads, it could be used 
for schools, it could be used 
to keep the money in the 
pockets of our citizens.”

LANSING TOWNSHIP, 
Mich. — A man killed by 
police during a Lansing-
area traffi  c stop displayed 
a gun before he was shot 
in a car, investigators said 
Tuesday.

But the driver of the 
Chevrolet Monte Carlo 
said the victim, Ran-
dall Minier Jr., was not 

threatening officers and 
showed the gun simply to 
alert them.

“They shot right through 
the back window,” driver 
and Minier friend Tyrell 
Washington told the Lan-
sing State Journal. “They 
didn’t ask no questions, 
nothing. Just shot.” 

Washington was driv-
ing with Minier, 27, and 
another passenger when 

Lansing Township offi-
cers stopped the car in a 
residential neighborhood 
Monday.

Minier “displayed a gun 
to the offi  cers,” Michigan 
State Police said in a state-
ment. “One of the Lansing 
Township offi  cers fi red his 
weapon at the passenger. 
The passenger was later 
pronounced deceased.”

Minier has a criminal 

record involving drugs 
and resisting police in 
Clinton County, accord-
ing to the state Corrections 
Department, and therefore 
cannot have a gun.

An autopsy is pending. 
The state police will con-
duct the investigation and 
give any findings to the 
Ingham County prosecu-
tor. Two offi  cers have been 
placed on paid leave.
