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COLDWATER — The 
Branch County commis-
sioners formally adopted 
a 2015 budget Thursday 
balanced at just over $13 
million — a 4 percent 
increase over the current 
fi scal year.

The commissioners voted 

for the proposed budget 4-1, 
with commissioner Dale 
Swift opposed.

To balance the budget 
with $1.5 million less 

revenues than expenses, 
commissioners decided 
$909,000 would be used 
from fund-balance reserves 
and another $606,000 
from the county delinquent 
tax fund in the treasurer’s 
offi  ce. The county general 
fund receives 4.7562 mills 
in taxation.

The county also approved 
a 2015 special fund revenue 
budget of $38.7 million for 
all agencies and operations 

which are balanced within 
the fund balances except for 
a $70,915 defi cit in the child 
care costs for probate court.

Besides state funds, rev-
enues and federal grants the 
Commission on Aging will 
get .4908 mills for opera-
tions and another .2425 
mills for the H & C Burn-
side Center building debt. 
There are millages for 911 at 
1 mill; jail and law enforce-
ment at .5 mills; BATA at 

.3436 mills; veterans relief
at .1 mill, and the Branch
District Library at 1.105
mills.

On Tuesday  county
administrator Bud Norman
said some of the funds actu-
ally were in other accounts,
such as the Family Indepen-
dence Agency, and he was
working to transfer reim-
bursement funds. Chairman
