Dave
possessed a huge trove of knowledge that we are unlikely to ever be able to replace.

*  We now have several new Heritage Room volunteers. I will be working closely with the CPL
board on filling David Renshaw's position.

* Laurie Rosenburg has begun a volunteer digitization project in the Heritage Room.

* After doing our second round of interviews for the Public Services Librarian position, we offered
the position to our best candidate. Unfortunately declined our offer due to the fact that her
husband has accepted a position in Washington D.C.

* I've been working with Karl Butterer at Foster Swift on our Personnel Policy manual and our
Harassment Policy.

*  OnApril 7, I met with Kristi Angelo from the Michigan State Police. If approved, they would be
happy to do a demonstration of ALICE (Alert, Lockdown, Inform, Counter and Evacuate) for our
staff at our staff in-service.

* The state troopers also did a security walk-through of the building. They made several
suggestions which will we will investigate and possible implement over the next few months.

* T have also been working with the Michigan Red Cross to provide hands only CPR, first-aid and
AED training to staff at our in-service.
