Three injured 
in crash

At approximately 
2:10 a.m. Wednesday,
Steuben County sheriff’s
deputies were dispatched
to the area of Orland
Road and CR 225 W in
Steuben County in refer-
ence to a personal injury
accident. 

A vehicle driven by
Chase Townsend, 16, of
Angola, Ind.  was west
bound on Orland Road at
CR 225 W when it left the
road on the north side,
traveled across both
lanes to the south side of
Orland Road, hitting a
tree.  

All three occupants
were ejected from the ve-
hicle. The juvenile driver,
and rear passenger Jef-
frey Detro Jr., 21, as well
as front passenger Kegan
Townsend, 21, both of
Angola, were all trans-
ported to Parkview Re-
gional Medical Center in
Ft. Wayne by EMS.  Al-
cohol is believed to be a
factor in the crash.

ed in April 2017 charged with

criminal sexual conduct  with a
16- year old female Quincy stu-
dent .

Upset  parents and former
students f illed numerous board
meet ings with quest ions and
complaints. 

Ferrell is now serving seven to
15 years in prison after he plead-
ed no contest  in cases in both
Branch and Calhoun count ies. 

Art ist  ret ired. Spalding re-
signed. Each had been charged
with misdemeanors for failure
to report  suspicions about  Fer-

rell to Child Protect ion Servic-
es. 

Newly- named Superintend-
ent  Marc Kramer has been
working with Chard for the July
1 t ransfer as Kramer  leaves
Mendon Community Schools.  

“ I do appreciate he is leaving
everything nice and clean and
ready for me to start ,”  Kramer
said. “ He is working hard at  that
and I want  him to know that  has
not gone unnot iced.”

The board named Joe Wright
as new principal.

National ly, Branch County has one of the
fastest rates of pover ty growth of a count y of i ts
size.

Thir ty-six percent of low-income famil ies are
concerned about having enough food, according
to the Gallup Well-Being I ndex which provides
an in-depth view of Americans’ well-being. 

H ow does the county rank compared to the
nat ion as a whole? Thir teen percent of
households and 19.5 percent of households with
chi ldren repor ted a sense of food insecur i ty. 

Thir ty-one percent  of senior ci t izens in the
county repor ted cutt ing or skipping a meal due
to a lack of resources. 

How does your  neighbors’  
hunger  impact  you?

H unger costs the nat ion at  least  $167.5 bi l l ion:
$130.5 bi l l ion in healthcare costs annually;
$42,400 per person over a l i fet ime, according to
the American H ospital Associat ion. 

Over the last  month, T he Dai ly Repor ter has
repor ted on the impact of food insecur i ty among
the county’s residents and ways to access food;
through the Backpack Buddies progr am, free
breakfast and free or reduced lunch programs
through the school distr icts, M eet Up and Eat
Up Program, Branch Area Food Pantry, and the
Coach Eby Youth and Family Center ’s free meal
the last  Fr iday of each month.

The Coldwater Board of Public
Utilit ies will approach Branch
County, its townships, villages
and cities to assist in the cost for
its annual hazardous waste
collection set for Sept. 29, at the
Branch County fairgrounds.

CBPU Director Jeff Budd said
“we have been funding a count y-

wide program. We can’t ask our
rate payers to continue to do
this.” He admitted a reason there
was not any outside suppor t last
year,  “we didn’t ask.”

The cost last year was $23,960
for a program started over 20
years ago to protect the well head
water shed for the cit y. I t was
then opened up to anyone from
the area.  

There have been years when a
majority of the waste has come

from outside Coldwater and
Coldwater Township. The city
wells are located at Waterworks
Park in the Sauk River watershed. 

In 2017,  collections were
almost 60 percent from the cit y
and another 15 percent from
Coldwater Township. 

Staff at the collection site asked
for identification from the 274
vehicles bringing materials for
disposal. Fourteen of the 16
Branch County townships had

participants as did each cit y or
village. Three people came from
Tekonsha in 2017. 

Since 2009 CBPU has spent a
minimum of $20,000 a year for
the program which sends
materials for disposal or when it
can, to recycling. 

A major cost for 2017 was
electronic waste such as old
computers, video screens, and
