BDL delaying curbside pickup due to storm and Bronson outage 

Appointments for curbside pickup will start on Tuesday, library drop boxes now open at all six 
branches 

(BRANCH COUNTY, MI) – The Branch District Library has announced they are delaying curbside 
pickup slightly due to the severe weather that went through Branch County last week and the lack 
of power at the Bronson branch. 

The library will be accepting appointments for curbside pickup starting on Tuesday. 

You can place holds online now at www.branchdistrictlibrary.org/catalog or by phone starting on 
Monday. 

In addition, library drop boxes are open at all six branches so you can bring back your books, 
movies, or magazines. 

Library officials say they have around 2,000 items still out around Branch County and they will 
be quarantining returns for 72 hours before they go back into circulation. 

Following the lifting of the Governor's Stay at Home order, library staff returned to buildings last 
Monday. 

Even though curbside pickup is resuming this week, the library branches are still be closed to the 
public. The public will have limited access in Stage Five.

Today is Wednesday, June 24, 
the 176th day of 2020. There 
are 190 days left in the year.
Today's Highlight in History:
On June 24, 1497, the first 
recorded sighting of North 
America by a European took 
place as explorer John Cabot 
spotted land, probably in 
present-day Canada.
On this date:
In 1807, a grand jury in 
Richmond, Virginia, indicted 
former Vice President Aaron 
Burr on charges of treason 
and high misdemeanor (he 
was later acquitted).
In 1940, France signed an 
armistice with Italy during 
World War II.
In 1947, what's regarded as 
the first modern UFO sighting 
took place as private pilot 
Kenneth Arnold, an Idaho 
businessman, reported seeing 
nine silvery objects flying in 
a "weaving formation" near 
Mount Rainier in Washington.
In 1948, Communist forces cut 
off all land and water routes 
between West Germany and 
West Berlin, prompting the 
western allies to organize the 
Berlin Airlift. The Republican 
National Convention, meeting 
in Philadelphia, nominated 
New York Gov. Thomas E. 
Dewey for president.
In 1957, the U.S. Supreme 
Court, in Roth v. United States, 
ruled 6-3 that obscene materi-
als were not protected by the 
First Amendment.
In 1964, AT&T inaugurated 
commercial "Picturephone" 
service between New York, 
Chicago and Washington, D.C. 
(the service, however, never 
caught on).
In 1968, "Resurrection City," 
a shantytown constructed 
as part of the Poor People's 
March on Washington, 
D.C., was closed down by 
authorities.
In 1973, President Richard 
Nixon concluded his summit 
with the visiting leader of 
the Soviet Union, Leonid 
Brezhnev, who hailed the talks 
in an address on American 
television.
In 1975, 113 people were killed 
when Eastern Airlines Flight 
66, a Boeing 727 carrying 
124 people, crashed while 
attempting to land during a 
thunderstorm at New York's 
John F. Kennedy International 
Airport.
In 1983, the space shuttle 
Challenger — carrying 
America's first woman in 
space, Sally K. Ride — coasted 
to a safe landing at Edwards 

Air Force Base in California.
In 1987, comedian-actor 
Jackie Gleason died at his 
home in Lauderhill, Florida, at 
age 71.
In 1992, the Supreme Court, in 
a 5-4 decision, strengthened 
its 30-year ban on officially 
sponsored worship in public 
schools, prohibiting prayer 
as a part of graduation 
ceremonies.
Ten years ago: President 
Barack Obama declared 
that he and visiting Russian 
President Dmitry Medvedev 
had "succeeded in resetting" 
the relationship between the 
former Cold War adversaries. 
Julia Gillard was sworn in as 
Australia's first woman prime 
minister. Apple's iPhone 4 
was released in five countries, 
selling a record 1.7 million 
units in three days despite 
criticism of its new antenna 
design. U.S. tennis player John 
Isner defeated Nicolas Mahut 
of France 70-68 at Wimbledon 
in the longest-ever profes-
sional match: 11 hours, 5 
minutes over three days.
Five years ago: A federal 
judge in Boston formally 
sentenced Boston Marathon 
bomber Dzhokhar Tsarnaev 
(joh-HAHR' tsahr-NEYE'-
ehv) to death for the 2013 
terror attacks. Alabama 
Gov. Robert Bentley became 
the first southern governor 
to use his executive power 
to remove Confederate 
banners, as four flags with 
secessionist symbols were 
taken down from a large 
monument to rebel soldiers 
outside the state capitol in 
Montgomery.
One year ago: The driver of 
a pickup truck involved in a 
collision in New Hampshire 
that left seven motorcyclists 
dead was charged with seven 
counts of negligent homicide. 
(A grand jury later handed up 
indictments on 23 charges; 
Volodymyr Zhukovskyy 
is awaiting trial.) The U.S. 
Women's World Cup soccer 
team advanced to a quarterfi-
nal against France by beating 
Spain, 2-1. (The U.S. would go 
on to win its fourth Women's 
World Cup title.)

Rock musi-
cian Jeff Beck is 76.  Actor Joe 
Penny is 64. Reggae singer 
Astro (UB40) is 63. Actor Iain

The Heart & Soul of Our Community is YOU!
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A splash of bright flowers are 
new to the steps of the Branch 
District Library, Coldwater 
Branch. They are memorial 
plantings placed in memory 
of former librarian, Phyllis 
Rosenberg. The planters were 
provided by a grant from the 
Branch County Community 
Foundation.

Rosenberg was the librarian 
at the Coldwater Public Library 
from 1971-1978. Next she 
served as the library head for 
Branch County Library System 
and Coldwater District Library 
from 1978-1992.

She was the steward and 
integral in the interior and 
exterior renovation and histori-
cal addition to the Coldwater 
Public Library. Rosenberg 
served as a founding member 
of the Woodlands Library 
Cooperative and was a founding 
member of the Branch County 
Literacy Council, as well as 
serving as a board member and 
tutor after her retirement.

During Rosenberg’s tenure 
and under her leadership 
the county saw an innovate 
transition from individual 
branches to the entire county 
being moved under the Branch 
District Library umbrella.

After Rosenberg passed 
away in 2015, memorial funds 
were sent to the Branch County 
Community Foundation. In 
addition to the new planters, 
the memorial funds have also 
provided new tables for the 
meeting room at the Coldwater 
Branch.
