In preparation for stocking the bookmobile, 2 grant applications were submitted just before
the new year: the Coldwater Solar Community grant and the Penguin Random House Grants
for Small & Rural Libraries.

Bookmobile magazine subscriptions have started arriving. Since the vehicle is not here yet,
they will not be added to the catalog. Instead, 5 envelopes labeled as Misc. 14-day checkout
have been cataloged. These magazines will be brought with me to my pop-up stops and be
checked out using the envelopes as a way to still allow them to circulate without wasting
barcodes on materials that are more temporary.
